Suggested Guidelines for hosting AAATA Student Trainer Workshop

Places Needed:

Common Place w/Tables for Registration (Foyer), Exhibitors, Colleges, Kit Contest, Poster Presentation Wall, Social Area

Auditorium/Gym – about 200-250 students and about 20-40 Athletic Trainers.  Introductions / Main Topic Lecture / Closing & Tape Off

Lunch Area – It would be great if the school Booster Club, Adopt-A-School, Partners in Education, or some other “always offer to help out but never a good time too” type people could help with Lunch.  In the past, meals such as pizzas and sub-sandwiches are easy and always a hit.  A lunch Stipend is available.

Class Rooms – Depending on the format about 5 to 8 rooms with chairs/desk, 3 to 6 rooms for the round robin sessions, and one for ankle taping contest, one for quiz competition.  Audio/Visual accessibility is a must.

Large Room – Business meeting for the Professionals, also for professionals breakfast area (tacos, donuts, coffee, etc.), place to store door prizes.

Access to copier, Scan-Trons and answer machine, plenty of tables
